Welcome back! | hope you all had a restful break.
We’re continuing with the same staff: me (Miss Simmons), Cathy and Carol.

This handout will provide a useful reminder of expectations with regards to behaviour and
homework. It also gives an overview of the learning that will take place over the summer term.
| hope that you find it useful and if you have any questions regarding the handout please let
me know.

Behaviour
There are significant differences between KS1 and KS2 behaviour policies.

Positive behaviours will be rewarded with a Proud As Punch certificate, Headteacher’s
Awards or Family Points.

Breaking school rules will result in being placed on the Orange List. Once on is a
warning and they will miss 5 minutes of their playtime. Twice on and the child will sit
away from the rest of the class and continue to complete their work and they will miss
10 minutes of their playtime. Three times on and the child is sent out to another class
for 15 minutes and will complete a behaviour reflection sheet. The child will miss 10
minutes of their playtime and catch up with missed work. Furthermore, a letter will then
be sent home and | will also contact you to discuss this behaviour to prevent this
happening in the future. We remind the children every day is a fresh start.

Homework
Daily
At Boutcher we promote a love of reading at school and at home. You should
read for a minimum of 15 minutes each night and record this in your reading
record. At least three times each week this should be to an adult and they
A should sign your reading record.
Weekly

Weekly homework will be set on a Wednesday afternoon and is due back in school the following
Wednesday morning.

Incomplete or missing homework will need to be completed during lunchtime on Wednesday.



You must complete a minimum of 25 minutes each week. We
recommend that this is completed by practising for a minimum of 5
minutes each day.

Or The time spent is calculated from that spent answering questions and
not the time spent on the website.

Each week you will be set a spelling rule to learn and ten spellings to
Spellings practise within a written task.

literacy and oracy skills. This will be check on a Wednesday.

Spellings

Spellings are given out on Google Classroom each Wednesday and should be learnt through
the week for a spelling test the following Wednesday. You will receive your child’s spelling
result in their reading record each week (these need to be in school every day). If your child’s



reading record is not in school on a Wednesday, you will not receive their spelling result for the
test.

Reading

Your child will be given a staged book that will be taken home with them. There is no set day
for changing books as children will be read with at different points in the week. To facilitate
this; please ensure your child’s reading book and reading record is in their book bag every
day. It is very important to hear your child read out loud each day (even as they progress onto
chapter books) and ask them questions about what they have read to check their
understanding and develop their comprehension skills.

This term, | would like you to continue to focus on using the question frames inside the
Reading Record. | would like you to write the question in the book, write which skill it’s testing,
and have your child write their response within it. Please do discuss the answer with them
beforehand. Please aim to cycle through the skills so that your child has the opportunity to
practise a good range. Children should be able to record the date and page number each time
they read. This helps us monitor your child’s progress and supports the development of their
knowledge.

As with last year, if you read other stories please feel free to write them in your child’s reading
record too. | strongly encourage children to read other books from home or the library in
addition to the stage book sent home from school.

As well as one-to-one reading, guided reading sessions and whole class reading will take
place where children have opportunities to answer questions and discuss the texts with their
peers. As well as this, children will complete reading comprehension tasks in class

At Boutcher, we promote a reading for pleasure environment and ensure that children have
opportunities to choose texts more freely. Our library visit will take place on Thursdays so
please ensure that, if your child borrows a library book, they have it in school on this day to be
returned so that another book can be chosen to take home and enjoy.

Uniform

A child’s book bag with their reading record and reading book is considered to be school
uniform and must be in school each day. Water bottles can be brought into class with your
child’s name on.

Please ensure all items of your child’s uniform and PE kit are clearly labelled with their name
to ensure they can be easily recovered if lost and minimise the cost of replacement.

Please ensure your child is wearing the correct school uniform and following the guidelines for
hair bow/band colours etc.



This term your child will be learning the following:
Writing

We will continue a book-based approach to the teaching of our English. Across the school, we
have found that using a text as a stimulus for their writing brings much enthusiasm and gives
them a purpose to what they write. Children will have a range of writing tasks both fiction and
non-fiction. They will write in role of characters, write letters and diary entries, they will have
opportunities to write stories, newspaper articles and non-chronological reports. In all lesson’s
children will be learning or consolidating skills in phonics, grammar, punctuation, reading and
handwriting. Our book for this first half-term will be Cinderella of the Nile by Beverley Naidoo
then we will be moving on to The BFG by Roald Dahl.

Maths

We will continue to use the Maths, No Problem! scheme of work. This term’s focus will be
learning money, time, statistics, Fractions, Angles and Measurement (Perimeter of Figures).

Year Three will take part in PE lesson on Wednesdays and Thursdays. Children
should wear their PE kits to school on these days they will stay in them all day. Children
should not bring their uniform into school on these days.



Theme

In history, we’ll be learning all about the Egyptians and we will have the exciting opportunity to
visit the British Museum to look around the ‘Egyptians’ exhibition.

Music

In addition to the weekly singing lessons, children will have African drumming lessons each
week on a Wednesday afternoon.
